Currently run by the bass player and only living member of the original group, Aston Barret, they still play more than 200 dates a year all over the world with remarkable success.

Finally in 1997 they released their first disk "BETAGARRI". 

Since then, Betagarri's record sales have exceeded 50,000 copies.
As far as playing live is concerned, they have given around 700 concerts.  Although at the start they only really played in the Basque Country and Catalonia, over the years they have built up a fan base throughout Spain and Europe. They have toured Japan twice and the USA once, and in 2005 alone they gave over 20 concerts in Germany.
